Steppin’ it up a Notch in 2002 and Sideshows and Fairytales in 
2006. Steve is also a member of the Robbie McIntosh band. 
 
Chris started playing the piano as soon as he was big enough 
to sit on the stool! His enthusiasm was further stimulated by 
hearing the likes of The Band, Tom Waits and countless others 
as he travelled to gigs and festivals with his parents. Being the 
youngest member of Wilson doesn’t mean he is lacking in 
experience, with countless gigs and appearances at The 
Fiddlers Elbow in Camden and the WOMAD festival. 
 
Tim has been playing the drums professionally for over 20 
years. After studying Jazz at Weymouth College, he went on to 
play with a variety of bands supporting artists such as Ronnie 
Scott, Liane Carroll and Sir Bob Geldof. He has toured 
extensively around Britain and Europe, as well as The United 
Arab Emirates playing such prestigious venues as Manchester
